Word 
 
James continues to describe what the life of genuine, trusting, saving faith 
looks like. How do people who truly trust God the Father live from day to day? 
James makes it clear that those who trust God don’t merely become experts at 
listening to God`s Word. To believe is to act on what we hear. James 1:19 
stated. humbly accept the word God has planted in your hearts, for it has the 
power to save your souls. Furthermore, what else we can do. 
 
James 1:22-25 
22 Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it 
says. Anyone who listens to the word but does not do what it’s says is like a 
man who looks at his face in a mirror 24 and, after looking at himself, goes 
away and immediately forgets what he looks like.25 But the man who looks 
intently into the perfect law that gives freedom, and continues to do this, not 
forgetting what he has heard, but doing it— he will be blessed in what he does. 
 
Faith in Christ is not just the map; it's the actual journey. Merely nodding our 
heads at the Word is not enough— we need to do what the Word tells us to do. 
We need to figure out which way God wants us to go, and then actually go that 
way.
