WORD

Ephesians 4:14-16 NLT

14 Then we will no longer be immature like children. We won’t be tossed and 
blown about by every wind of new teaching.We will not be influenced when 
people try to trick us with lies so clever they sound like the truth.

15 Instead, we will speak the truth in love, growing in every way more and 
more like Christ, who is the head of his body, the church. 16 He makes the 
whole body fit together perfectly. As each part does its own special work, it 
helps the other parts grow, so that the whole body is healthy and growing and 
full of love.


Our roots will grow down deep into God`s love until it becomes strong. Think of 
having a solid foundation on God, think of having unshakeable faith so that we can 
grasp how long, how high, and how deep His love is. So that we will experience 
the love of Christ.Until we will be made complete with all the fullness of life and 
power that comes from God.

1.We will not be INFLUENCED.Ephesian 4:14

with grown up love, we will not be shaken.


2. We GROW more Like CHRIST. Ephesians 4:15

resemble Christ more as we grow up and mature in love




3. OTHER PARTS  will grow HEALTHY and full of love. Ephesian 4:16.
